Retiree Parking Permits For 2024 b

Your 2023 SCC Retiree Parking permit expired on December
31, 2023. Application for “Renewal” or for a “New Permit” has
commenced and is an “on-line application”.

Here are the steps involved to get this:

1. Contact Marilyn Portt to pay your membership. Wait a few
days for her to get your info over to the Parking folks and for
them to put your e-mail address on to their Parking Database.
Marilyn will mail you your membership card.

2. Complete the application online and submit it. There is a
3-5 day waiting period to process your request at stclaircollege.
ca/parking.

3. **Something New!! You can either pick up your parking
tag at the Parking Desk, or you can request for them to mail it.
The Parking Department staff will require the applicant’s e-mail
address and verification of paid membership (your membership
card) in the SCC Retirees Association for 2024.

Note: You will not be able to access the online parking proc-
ess if you have not renewed your membership for 2024 or if
your email address does not match what is currently in the
Retiree Association records.
